If you want you ticket mailed to you include a self addressed
stamped envelope. If you do not include an envelope, you may pick up your tickets at the
Ballard Christian School office.

3. Ballard Christian School must receive your forms no later than February 15th.

4. We will mail your Six Flags tickets to you as soon as we receive them, usually in mid
April.
