     We are encouraged by the many parents who are seeking information for an alternative way to educate their children.  Ballard Christian School is geared directly to meet the needs of parents who have chosen to educate their children.

     Ballard Christian School was founded in 1986 as Believers Training Center, an educational ministry in keeping with the vision of Believers Church.  In 1987, the school began providing an off-campus enrollment program.  In 1990, the name of the school was changed to Believers Christian School.  By 1993, the enrollment had grown to over 125 students with 30 to 40 families enrolled.  The name of the school was changed to Ballard Christian School in 1994 as a memorial to Hayward Ballard, a member of Believers Church who was killed in a car accident.  Ballard Christian School has graduated numerous young people, many of whom have attended area universities and colleges.
     Ballard Christian School is a ministry of Believers Church; therefore all aspects of leadership are handled through the church.  The church also provides the classrooms, gymnasium, equipment, and other necessary items necessary to the operation of the school.  School tuition, donations, and fund-raisers are used to fund the school’s operation.

Requirements for Admission

1. Must be an active member of a local Protestant evangelical church (this excludes Mormon, Worldwide Church of God, Jehovah Witness, Christian Science, Muslim, and Eastern Mysticism churches).  Contact will be made with a family’s pastor to confirm active church attendance.

2. The primary teaching parent must be born again according to Romans 10:9-10.

3. Be in agreement with our Statement of Doctrine.

4. Complete the Application Procedure.

5. Conform with Ballard Christian School policies.

Extra-curricular families must be enrolled in another church school for academic accountability unless the primary teaching parent is a certified teacher or the child is under legal school age.

Families who do not meet the requirements listed above will not be accepted.

Application Procedure

1. Apply for admission; registration begins June 1st and ends July 15th.

2. Complete either the Academic enrollment packet or the Extra-Curricular enrollment packet.   

3. Upon acceptance, both parents of academically enrolled families must attend a New Family Orientation Meeting.

4. Enrollment with the Homeschool Legal Defense Association is available through our discount group, but is not required.

BCS Requirement for all Families
1. All families must attend the BCS Annual Kick-off Meeting held at the beginning of each school year. 

2. Pay annual family tuition fee or make optional monthly payments (June-May)

3. Maintain weekly consistent attendance in a local church 

4. Abide by the General School Policies such as: School Dress Code policy, Student Conduct policy, Communicable Diseases policy, and Aids/Sexual Promiscuity policy.
BCS Academic Program Parent/Teacher Requirements

1. Submit annual Curriculum Log.

2. Turn in Student Academic/Attendance form at the end of each semester.  Report cards are submitted at the end of the second semester in May.

3. Maintain lesson plans. New families must submit these to the support group leader the end of the first and second semesters.

4. Annual Stanford Achievement test (required only for certain grades)

5. Parent/teacher must attend 5 hours of workshop teacher training, if homeschooled for 2 years or less.
